More than anything else, it is the tales of the Dragonslayers that have ignited the imagination of my subjects.
The descriptions of these Dragons evoke the most terrible beasts of the low waters, in times seeming to rival
Ooun herself in ferocity and cunning. That solitary champions are able to face them and triumph seems a feat
too incredible to be true, yet the Heralds insist it to be so.

It would be our Empires deepest honor to host one of these champions for a time, so we might hear such tales
from the source.

They would be esteemed guests for as long as they stayed within our lands, and would have a chance to
experience all the wonders that the Touhan empire has to offer.
