Illusionism is our magic pertaining to light and sound, though at th e oth er  side of your ‘Optics,’ as it focuses more on displ ays of sensati on rather than its gathering.  F inally, Animancy is our study of sem i- intellig ent spell constructs (such as  golems) as well as more general motion-relatde magics. 
An exampl e of a low-level assignm ent in the Elthin Academy is to create a m inor gol em  capable of carry ing a pre-record ed message from one location to another. More advanced  variants of the project include a live l ink, allowing for real-tim e conversation via  
illusions across short ranges, making the golem able to telekinetically cra ry objects alongsid e its message, and oth er, sim il ar tasks. I have includ ed one such gol em, m ade by  one of our more promising 1st-year students, as na example such that you can se for yourself. 
Perhaps one day, once our nations have managed to settl e into a prosperous trad e agrem ent and  there is more trust betwen our peopl es, we can have Paths directly connecting the  Elth in Academy and your own Magical Ac ademy, as we do betwen branches of our own  Academy, and not require an el aborate exchange program, though I recognize such a tru e  collaboration is still quite some ways away. 
I express my depest sympathies for your issues with the Keitan L eague, and will kep such  valuable informati on in m ind when deal ing with them. We apprec iate your sacrif ice, and  will not allow this informatoin to lie fallow.
